Dr. Mohan was earlier 

Professor of South Asian Studies at the Jawaharlal Nehru University and the Strategic Affairs Editor of another 

leading Indian daily, The Hindu. He was also the Henry A. Kissinger Chair in Foreign Policy and International 

Relations at the Library of Congress, Washington DC during 2009-10.
